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What do you know about arctic animals?


Teacher to model answers on a mindmap.





Polar Bear is feeling very lonely and sad in the Arctic.  What could you do to cheer polar bear up?


What do you think you need to do to answer this question?





What questions do you need to ask to be able to cheer polar bear up?





Who are you going to tell about this?





Homework – Find out about polar bears. Can you find 10 facts.  Who do you think would be able to help you/expert?  Where can you go to find the information you need?





What is good about it and what can make your task better?  Ask children to look at other children’s outcomes and give oral feedback.  





Invite parents to the class to share the children’s information.  Children present what they have made.  Parents ask questions about the TASC and what the children have done to help cheer the polar bear up.





What have you learnt that you could use if you were finding out about another arctic animal?  Question the children on the skills they think they have gained from doing the TASC.





What ideas have you got about how you could cheer up a sad polar bear?


Teacher makes a list – talk about ordering in priority.


Make pictures for pairs to order the priority of what the polar bear needs.





Could draw a plan if appropriate and help children make a list of items needed.
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Let’s do it day.  Children prepare to cheer up polar bear by carrying out their number one priority.  Work in groups or pairs according to their priority choice.  Invite parents to help on the day?
